This is a fine set of 2022s with high points, including the Chassagne 
Blanchot-Dessus and La Boudriotte. Saint-Aubin La Chatenière and La 
Charmois—and perhaps pick of the bunch, Les Murgers des Dents de Chien. 
Due to their longer barrel maturation and later picking, these tend to be 
slightly richer and more concentrated wines, but they frequently mature with 
style. - Neal Martin, Vinous, October 2023
